Key Points

The number of workers who live in the City of Melbourne has increased from 29,228 in 2001 to 35,783 (a percentage increase of 22%). 

In 2001 the primary mode of transport to work for residents was car as driver (29%, 8,583) in 2006 the primary mode of transport for residents is walking and car as driver both (28%, equating to over 9,800 each).  It is important to note the net increase in residents walking to work was over 3,600 people.
